DCYF and the SF Recreation and Parks
Department are planning to implement
Community Learning Hubs to support
children, youth, and families during the
school year. These Learning Hubs will
provide low-income youth with a safe,
neighborhood-based place for distance
learning close to home.

Learn to Be Free Tutoring Program

As schools gear up for distance learning this fall, we are continuing to share
educational resources to support your youth.

SFCASA has a partnership with Learn to Be Tutoring, a nonprofit that provides
free and remote tutoring services to K-12 students in math, reading, writing, and
English. Due to placement and school changes, youth in foster care often fall
behind academically as they may not have access to the extra support and
personalized attention they need to thrive. Since Learn to Be offers online services,
youth can work with the same tutor regardless of where they live or what school
they attend.

Our partnership includes a customized enrollment link where CASAs can
automatically sign their youth up for a tutor!
